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At a Glance the difference in the interim final rule and the NPRM:
1.)  Effective January 26, 2009, the 10 data elements must be filed.
2.)  The following data elements are required no later than 24 hours before cargo is laden aboard a vessel destined to the United States without “flexibilities”. 
·         Seller; 

·         Buyer;

·         Importer of record number/FTZ applicant identification number; 

·         Consignee number(s); 

3.)  The following data elements must be filed 24 hours prior to lading. However, CBP has added flexibility by allowing ISF importers, in their initial filing, to provide a range of acceptable responses based on facts available to the importer at the time, in lieu of a single specific response (which may become known to the importer only at a later time). ISF Importers will be required to update their filings with respect to these elements as soon as more precise or more accurate information is available, in no event later than 24 hours prior to arrival at a U.S. port.  
·         Ship to party

·         Manufacturer (or supplier); 

·         Country of origin; 

·         Commodity HTSUS number;  

4.)  The ISF Importer must submit the following data elements as early as possible, but no later than 24 hours prior to arrival in a U.S. port:

·        Container stuffing location; and 

·        Consolidator (stuffer). 

5.)  Delayed compliance for 12 months.  CBP will be phasing in the enforcement, their intention is to issue “accepted with warnings notices” rather than penalty notices for liquidated damages of $5,000 per shipment until January 26, 2010. (It is best to file something, rather than to file until you are 100% accurate in your filing and risk a penalty)
7.)  The requirement that break bulk cargo be included in vessel stow plans was removed

8.)  The liquidated damages amount for violations of the ISF requirements were changed from the value of the merchandise, as proposed, to $5000 for each violation. 

8.)  Provisions were made for the creation of an Importer Security Filing bond (19 CFR §

113.63).
