1.) Map out each of your supply chains.  Identify the manufacturer/supplier and map with each to your buyers and ship to.

2.) Identify the Consolidator and Container Freight Station for each of your supply chains.

3.) Map your importer name and consignee name with your supply chain.
4.) Identify and map your manufacturer/suppliers to the products HTS number.

5.) Identify and map the country of origin of the HTS numbers.
Provide John S. Connor, Inc a copy of the spreadsheet/matrix for updating of the John S. Connor product data base.  An electronic version of the product data base can be provided.

Communicate and establish procedures with your vendors and service providers on what and when so you can identify the actual supplier/mfg, seller, and buyer, ship to, container stuffing location, consolidator and HTS number.
Identify who will file the Importer Security Filing (ISF):
The Importer is solely responsible for filing the ISF.  An ISF Importer Agreement is attached appointing John S. Connor, Inc. as your authorized agent to file your ISF.  Please sign and return to ISF@jsconnor.com
